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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study school curriculum implementation of
Om-aree Pittaya School, Lampang Province and to study problems and suggestions of
school curriculum implementation of Om-aree Pittaya School, Lampang Province. The
population participated in this study were 33 elementary education teachers and secondary
education teachers in Om-aree Pittaya School in the academic year of 2004. The instrument
used in this study was a questionnaire. The collected data was analyzed by frequency
percentage and mean then presented through tables with descriptions.

The findings in this study were as follows:

1. School curriculum implementation

1.1 Curriculum management and service : School’s preparation of personnel in
implementing curriculum through meeting, in-service training. The teachers to gain
knowledge understanding about the curriculum at the level of satisfactory. Teachers had an
opportunity in teachers’ placement process. School provided materials and equipmentes for
the teachers then they created teaching materials by themselves. School supplied the collected
curriculum materials for teachers at academic department. There were teachers who in charge

of all instructional laboratories; there were also rules and guidelines of individual laboratory
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for using. Moreover, the school provided students’ behavioral observation forms and
students’ behavior evaluation for teachers.

1.2 Learning and teaching according to the curriculum teachers designed lesson
plans by considering the expected learning outcome, learning substances, curriculum objective
characteristics, also students’ abilities and interests. Teachers used integrated learning
approaches, organized diverse learning strategies, as well as did ¢lassroom research.
Also téachers often used actual objects as their teaching moderials. Teachers used
different laboratories at their suitable function. Teachers used various evaluation procedures
and relevant to the nature of different domains. Teachers gave an opportunity for the students
to assess their works and their friends work. They used the assessment results to
evaluate learning outcome and to improve their teaching strategies.

1.3 Curriculum implementation support and enhancement administrator and
academic department teachers took the role of teaching supervision. They arranged different
supervision activities and had been an on going process. Teachers used supervision comments
to improve and to develop learning activities; The administration reinforced teachers in
order to support them and he/she also listened to teachers’ problems in all areas and
praised the teachers when they did good things.

2. Curriculum implement problem and suggestions

2.1 Problems found during curriculum implementation were lack of teachers
for some substance, unprepared materials/equipment, and role enough curriculum materials
to serve all teachers.

2.2 Curriculum implement suggestions from teachers were to have a
Workshop training on making learning material found in local, how to use local
wisdom in leaming arrangement how to create learning plans and teaching techniques.
Moreover, there should be the follow-up system and the assistance for teachers after

supervision.
