The objectives of this research are to study an understanding of the sufficiency
economy, to study conducting a sufficiency economy-based life, and to study opinions of
population in Bahgkok and its peripheral areas about the philosophy of the sufficiency economy.
The sampling groups are specified by the stratified sampling. They are composed of 400 persons
as senior high school students who are over 15 years old and 350 people, aged between 15 to 30,
who make a living at basic level. The group of students, according to the educational areas, is
divided into students from private schools and public schools. The group of workers or
employees in the industrial factories, according to areas and 6 main categories of manufacturing
industry, which each factory employs more than 100 employees. The group of small vendors and
service providers are specified consistently with areas of the sampling group of the industry. The
total number is 750 persons

The tool to collect the data is structured interview. Three parts of questions are set in
order to collect information as: Twenty-five questions to assess understanding on philosophy of
the sufficiency economy, twenty five questions of behavior, ten questions on opinions toward the
sufficiency economy. |

The study on an understanding of philosophy of the sufficiency economy: As a
whole, an understanding on the sufficiency economy of people in Bangkok was fairly good. An
average score was of 19.08. (Approximately 76%) As a result of compared males to females, and
people with occupations to students, the differences in understanding of principles of the
sufficiency economy were not statistically significant.

The study on behavior of people who lived in Bangkok, in general, people’s behavior
towards moderate spending were at frequent to regular levels, towards circumspection were at
frequent level, their behavior towards rationality were at frequent level, their behavior towards
helping their families were at frequent level except for the students® behavior towards taking part
in finding solutions for domestic problems was at seldom level. People’s behavior were at
frequent to seldom levels towards social participation and helping, environment care. Their
behavior towards career advancement were at seldom level.

The comparison of sufficiency economy-based behavior of people in Bangkok were
classified into 5 groups as private school students, public school students,‘ employees/ industrial

workers, vendors and service providers. It was found that:
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Different groups of people in Bangkok, according to the philosophy of the
sufficiency economy, behaved towards rationality, environment care, domestic help, social help
and toward circumspection, with statistic significant differently. Different groups of people,
according to principles of the sufficiency economy, did not differently behave towards
sufficiency spending and towards job/ career development.

The study of people’s opinions about the philosophy of the sufficiency economy, by
percentage, it was found that almost/people were consistent that the sufficiency economy would
be able to develop the society and agreed that every family had to calculate its budget estimate,
sufficiency economy-base living would gain benefit later and on the issue of applying
principles of the sufficiency economy in the capital

Most people were not agree on these issues: Principles of the sufficiency economy would
make them have less friends. On the issue of whatever action was done, it ought not to take a
risk or make a fatal error. The issue of developing the country, according to the sufficiency
economy, would slow the economy down. Two thirds of the people disagreed with this issue.
Most of them disagreed that the sufficiency economy ought to be driven by the government and
academics.

For the issue of opinions about suitable approaches to build networks of the sufficiency
economy-based development, it could be summarized that sixty-two percent was consistent that
to build networks of the sufficiency economy ought to be encouragement to cooperation in every
organization. The next most suitable approaches were television programs providing examples
how to live according to the sufficiency economy (58.7%), training/ seminars/ seminar forums
for the sufficiency economy (57.5%), policy formulation for public agencies (54.0%). For other
issues were formulating curriculums, every mean of communications in order to make public
relations, assigning every agency to obviously provide operational plans for driving the
sufficiency economy, and building networks in order to exchange sufficiency economy-based

ways of life among communities. (51.7% - 49.3%). Other opinions above these were only little.
