This study aimed to study personnel’s opinion toward classroom research, to study the
variables cftected personnel’s success of classroom research and to develop training course of
classroom research. Sample to study personnel’s opinion was 962 lecturers from vocauonal
institutes. Training course for classroom rescarch was developed and seventy lecturers took part
:n this coursc. Tools used in this research were questionnaire, test and document.

It was found that variables predicted thetr confident to complete their classroom
rescarch were 1) their concern to do classroom research  2) the ability to set research problem
1) understanding on research process 4) participating in analyzing data 5) using several methods
of measurement to evaluate leamers. These variables explained 32 percenis of dependent variable.
The variables which dominated the success of doing classroom research were the attitude,
academic atmosphere, researchers’ ability and outside supporting.

The personnel demanded budget for doing rescarch ,then they demand for knowledge,
exccutives’ supporting, The demand about rescarch of undergraduate personnel and above
graduate personnel were significant differencg. They preferred to know about new teaching
method, how to construct media. authentic cvaluation. They asked for advisors, following up step
by step including distance communication with technology. They believed that to be successful
in doing research, there should do proposal first. There should be technique of reporting to the
executives also. The suitable time for training course should be 3 to 5 days on April.

It was found that training course on classroom rescarch should be theory and practice.
Seventy lecturers of vocational personnel participated in this training course. The first period was
on theory, trainees were given lecture, then discussion and working in small group. Finally they
had to present their jobs in class. They had to plan proposal. Then do classroom research in their
institutes, about 2 to 3 months period. After that they came to meet and report the classroom
research. They were appreciated this course in much to average level. They gained more
knowledge, had basic skills and got better attitude toward doing classroom research. However,
they still needed advisors. Thirty nine classroom research were produced.
