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The main objective of research was to develop group training packages to
moral reasoning for grade six students and the specific purpose were 1) To construct
and study the efficiency of group training packages on moral reasoning of generosity for
grade six students according to the 75/75 standard criterion, 2) To compare the effect of
moral reasoning in generosity for students before and after using group fraining
packages. The research was divided into 2 steps :

Step 1 : To construct and study the efficiency of group training packages to
moral reasoning of generosity. The group training packages were examined for suitability
by 5 experts and to study the efficiency of group training packages by leading to try out
9 grade six students studying in the second semester of the academic year 2004. The
instruments were used with 10 packages and combined the multiple choices test which
consisted of 16 test items. The results of test were analyzed by_>_(-, S.D.and E/E,

Step 2: To experiment using group training packages. The samples were 20
grade six students studying in the second semester of the academic year 2004 at
Thongsawaswitthayakhan School. The instruments were used 10 packages of group
training packages and combined the multiple choices test which consisted of 16 test

items. The t-test was employed to differentiate the results of the test before and after the

experiment.



The results of this research were as follows : 1 6 8 3 5 7

1. The group training packages on moral reasoning of generosity had the

efficiency of 80.23/78.82.

2. The moral reasoning of the students in generosity of the experimental group

was significantly .01
