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The research “Toponyms (Villages Names) in the Lower Northern Part of
Thailand" is divided into 5 chapters. Chapter 1 is the importance of the study and
general information of Nakonsawan Province. Chapter 2 contains frame work and
theories relevant to the study. Chapter 3 is the Linguistic structure of 1,116 viltages'
names from 1,403 villages of Nakonsawan. Analyzing those 1,116 names, we have
found that they belong to separate groups by means of the number of morphemes
constituting the village names; that is, one-morpheme words, two-morpheme words,
three-morpheme words, four-morpheme words, and five-morpheme words. The names
are also classified in term of semantic field such as water site, landscape, location or
building structure, direction or position, plant, animal, artificial object and so on. Each
semantic field of the village names can be further divided into several subfield. Chapter
4 is the histories and origins of the meaning of the village names. Chapter 5 is the

conclusion and suggestion of the study.
