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Abstract
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The purposes of this study were to compare the social responsibility of six grade
students that participated and did not participatyed in the group dynamic. The sample
group was 30 six grade students of Watchantawan - ork School, Meung district,
Phitsanuiok province, during the academic year 2005. They were divided into an
experimental group and controlied group, each consjsted group of 15 students. The
experimental group had the participated but the controlled group did not participated in
the group dynamics. The research instruments were 47 social responsibility
questionnaires and 12 group dynamics on social responsibility programs.

The data were analyzed about social responsibility by application of mean and
standard deviation, to compared the sccial responsibility of experimental group and
controlled group by using t - test independent.

The results of the research were as follows.

The social responsibility’s comparison of six grade students found that the
experimental group was higher than the controlled group at 0.01 level of statistically

significant difference.
