Abstract

The major objectives of this research were to study on a model for tripartite
participation in the sanitary landfill project of Phitsanulok municipality. Firstly, it aimed to
study conditions of problem and a model for participation in the sanitary landfill project.
Secondly, it aimed to study peoples need, knowledge and understanding of a model for
tripartite participation in the sanitary landfill project. The methodologies included
documentary and qualitative research. Focus group discussion and in-depth interviews
were two major research tools applied to 28 social actors who were involved in the
project. The data analysis relied on content analysis. The target population for the
quantitative research was 6,134 people, residents of Watbod, a sub district of
Phitsanulok and other social actors. The samples were chosen by stratified random
sampling from the 380 people who responded to the Likert scale questionnaire survey.

The statistic was analyzed in percentage, mean, standard deviation and chi -square test.

The findings were as follows:
1. The conditions of problem in the sanitary landfill project of Phitsanulok
municipality occurred from looking of public participants, especially the sharing of

information with the public.
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2. The rank of the overall need, knowledge and understanding of people about
a model for a tripartite participation in the sanitary landfill project was at a moderate
level. The high level of need, and understanding were: access to information by using
the village news announcement. Low level of need, and understanding were: access
information public opinion and evaluation by using the internet. The relationship among
individual data of people about sex, age, education and occupation was found related to
need, and understanding of a model for tripartite participation in the sanitary landfill
project. There were significant differences at the level of 0.05

3. A model for tripartite participation in the sanitary landfill project was
developed from documentary analysis, qualitative research and quantitative research.

A model consisted of social actors, whc came from government sector, private sector
and public sector. These social actors could joint with the early fact access information,
which was solicit public meeting about environmental resolutions, and access public
opinions, which were analytical cause of problem, need and accept project before the
siting decision was an obvious location for such as a facilities, inciuding the
representatives of advisory committee were involved with planning, monitoring and
evaluating.

Furthermore, for share benefits, government sector should distribute the benefits
such as compensation of the looser, and service charge to all actors. The private sector
did not joint with implement and planning, but they should joint with coordination, consult
of government and public sector to create understanding and recommence about a

model for tripartite participation. The public sector has joint less implement.
