The purposes of this study were : 1) to study and analyze the component of
private school and management in the basic education fevel in Thailand : 2) to develop
the private school management model : 3) to evaluate the private school management
model. The subject of this study were 2,922 administrators of private schools who
managed the education system in the academic year 2004. The 350 subjects in the
experimental groups were randomly selected by using the method Nonproportional
Stratified Random Sampling. The study instrument used was five Likurt Rating- Scale
questionnaires. The analysis of the data obtained from the questionnaire was done by
Exploratory Factor Analysis: (EFA). The study of the model appropriateness and
possibility was conducted by 24 experts in Delphi Technique. The statistics in analyzing
the data were: ; SD, Median and Interquartile Range.

The findings were as follows:

1. The Model of private school management for the basic education level in
Thailand includes 8 component which were the characteristic of administrator, the
structure of the management, the personnel management the development of
curriculum, the management of students affairs, the participation in educational
management, the planning of the information technology for school management and
study program, and the management of budget and school property.

2. The application of model of private school management for the basic
education level in Thailand which was developed was found possible, appropriate,

accurate, covering all aspects needed and useful to a large extent at the high level.
