The purposes of this study were to study the learning strategies of the students
at The University of Central Thailand in the Academic Year 2004, to study the reading
ability, to study which learning strategies are related to the reading comprehension
ability, and to study a multiple correlation between learning strategies and the reading
ability of the students at The University of Central Thailand in the Academic Year 2004
The subjects consisted of 241 second year students studying in the Faculties of
Business Administration, Accounting, Law, and Economics at The University of Central
Thailand in the Academic Year 2004 selected by purposive sampling. The instruments
of the study were a reading comprehension test and a questionnaire. The Strategy
Inventory for Language Learning (SILL):Version 7.0 (ESL/EFL) 194 Rebecca L. Oxford
(1990.pp. 293-300) developed by the researcher and approved the appropriateness of
the test of content and the language used by specialists, was sued to examine the
student’s learning strategies. The leaming strategies test and the reading comprehension
test had the reliability of 0.9587. The reading comprehension test had the level of
difficulty of 0.65 and the power of discrimination of 0.37. Mean, standard deviation,

percentage and correlation coefficient were used in the data analysis.

The findings of the study were as follows:

1. The ability in English reading ability and the use of learning strategy of all
241 students were found to exist at a very low level, except Metacognitive strategy and
Affective strategy were at a high level.

2. Metacognitive strategy and Affective strategy were related to their reading
ability in English language.

This study concluded that the use of learning strategies is related to English

reading ability.
