The purposes of this study were to compare adult learners’ English listening-speaking
skills and social skills before and after learning through the Whole Language Approach.

The target group comprised 13 upper-secondary students of the non-formal education system
enrolled in English for Further Study (EN 31) in the second semester of the academic year 2002
at Muang Chaing Mai Non-Formal Education Service Center. The experiment instruments were
six Whole Language Approach lesson plans. The data collecting instruments were an English
listening-speaking skills test and a social skills questionaire.

The research procedure included English listening-speaking skills test and social skills
questionaire that were administered before and after learning through the Whole Language
Approach lesson plans. The data were statistically analyzed by mean and standard deviation.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1. The English listening-speaking skills of the adult learners who learned through the
Whole Language Approach were higher than the prior.

2. The social skills of the adult learners learning through the Whole Language

Approach was better than the prior.
