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This research is aimed to promote kindergarten children’ life skills by using news as
a teaching media. The sample of the study consisted of 12 kindergarten children who
studied in the second semester of 2004 academic year at Ban Nong Look Khuai school,
Nong Boon Nark District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province. The research instruments were
developed by the researcher, which including life skill test and 12 lesson plans. Statistic
X , S.D. and t-test were used to analyze data.

The findings of the study showed that:

1. Kindergarten children significantly gained more critical thinking skills after
been taught by using news at .05 level.

2. Kindergarten children significantly gained more creative thinking skills after
been taught by using news at .05 level

3. Kindergarten children significantly gained more decision making skills after

been taught by using news at .05 level.
