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The purpose of this research was to study the result of using mind map to enhance
conceptualizing skills in natural environment of Prathom Suksa 3 students of Wat Don Chai
School , Chiang Mai Province. The target group was 17 Prathom Suksa 3 students in the
second semester of the academic year 2007. The research instruments were 5 lesson plans
using mind map technique of Tony Buzan and an evaluation form of conceptualizing skill.
The data was analyzed by using percentage average percentage and presented by tables with
explanation.

The finding showed that using the mind map technique could enhance the
students” conceptualizing skills at the good level and when you consider the details. The level
of the students’ conceptualizing skill in the topic of natural environment conservation was

very good , the topic of effects of natural environment problems was good and the topic of

natural environment types was fair.
