This research study aimed at studying factors relating to ethical decisions of the students in
certificate in vocational education level who used e-conversations. A sampling group was the
students in the certificate in vocational education level under the Vocational Education Commission
who registered in the academic year 1/ 2006. A total of 240 person was divided into 173 females
and 67 males from 6 colleges in Bangkok region 1. The experimental design was conducted for
e-conversation then used with the sampling group via the MSN messenger program. Questionnaires
were requested to collect data after the e-conversations. The results revealed as the followings. 1)
The status of internet utilization and relating factors were: most of the sampling group was female
inhabiting with the parents who worked as employees. Their most favorite hobbies were to see
movies and to listen to music. The internet utilization based on the results of convenience usage. 2)
The status of the relating factors at a highest level was as follows: students were taught not
meaningful to trust strangers; their parents provided consults and freedoms for them to make
friends. Perception of meaningful media effected to the youth. The results of the relations between
the relating factors and the ethical decisions of students revealed that ethical decisions correlated
significantly with being raised up and sum score of factor on friend, media and being raised up. The
analysis of the ethical decisions with different e-conversations provided no significant difference on

the ethical decisions of the sampling group.
