The purpose of this research was to compare the effect of using the group
activities on Self-Concept of learning disabled students in secound basic education
levels before and after group activity attendance and study about behavior of iearning
disabled students in secound basic education levels while group activity attendance.
The sample was 17 learning disabled students in secound basic education levels of Ban-
Samrang School, Nearnmaprang Distric in the acadamic year 2004. The data of Self-
Concept were collected before and after group activity attendance. The students were
provided to attend 12 activities, 45-50 minutes per each of activities, for 6 weeks along
the program that the regearcher was built. The research instrument used was the group
activities program and the Self-Concept questionnaire to analyze the reliability 0.9156.
Data was analyzed by statistics testing of Wilcoxon Matched Piairs Signed-Rank Test.

The finding of research were:

1. The Self-Concept comparision of learning disabled students in secound basic
education levels before and after group activity attendance was found that after the
students who attended the activity had higher, statistical significantly at .01 level than
befor group activity attendance.

2. The observation of learning disabled students in secound basic education

levels while group activity attendance was found that students were develop to positive
