The purpose of this study was to access the effectiveness, efficiency, and

impacts of the Extended Project for Educational Reform Collaboration: The Naresuan
University Networking Center for Quality Assurance at the Basic Education Level. The
subjects included 351 teachers and school administrators form Phichit, Phitsanulok,
Sukhothai, and Kampaengpetch who participated in a QA training sessions organized
by the Naresuan University Center. The instruments used in collecting the data included
a questionnaire on knowledge and an understanding of educational quality assurance
principles and practices, a questionnaire on attitude towards an external quality
assurance, and a questionnaire on the impacts of the implementation of the expansion

project

The finding were as follows:

Regarding the effectiveness of the extended project, on the whole the
participants of the training session were found to have knowledge and an understanding
of the educational quality assurance at a high level, but their attitude toward external

quality assurance were found to be at a middle level.
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Regarding the efficiency of the extended project, quality assurance were found to
be at a high level.

Regarding the impact of the project implementation, the impacts on preparation,
implementation, and the preparation for external quality assurance were found to be at a

high level.
