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The purpose of this research was to analyse the functions projected in
riddles expressions collected from internet. Date collected from five web site
included 530 riddles in as many as 5 categories 1. details of language 2. two
way riddle 3. detaiis of circumstance present and television program 4. true
riddle and 5. miscelleneous.

The analysis of the riddies showed that they had 9 functions 1. as
mechanism for training to be wise and intelligent 2. as a tool for showing
intelligence and entertainment 3. as information on gaining knowledge about
culture as in nature and language 4. as a tool for creating fun 5. as an exercise
for practicing remembering 6. as an instrument for checking someone’s intellect
7. as a tool for creating social relationships 8. as a tool for creating

entertainment and 9. as a tool of improving their intelligence.
