This research aims to study the influences of sociali.;a[t'iE ];;r%cess of 4
social institutions including family , education , peers and media insiitutions to
deviant behaviors of teenagers in higher education in Phitsanulok province. It
analises five cases of deviant behaviors commonly found in these teenagers ,
including. free sex , cousuming alcohol , using drug and gambling. The
methodology are the qualitative and documentary research. The sample group
includes 20 students , of all years in higher education in Phitsanulok who have
shown qualification as “deviants” notified by thesis “significant + other”. The sample
group is selected by using purposive sampling technique. The data collection is
carried on by structured interview guideline which is divided into four parts ,
including demographic data , socialization , five deviant behaviors ., and ihe
recommendations and solution of the problems.

The finding are as follows :

The social learning of these teenagers are influenced by social institutions ,
including family , education , mass media and peer group. All of these institutions
influence the deviant behaviors of teenagers.

Family , education and mass media have significant roles over the

consumerism of teenagers repectively.

The peer group then has the great impact on drinking habit. This behavior
is becoming as the social symbol for these teenagers. For example, drinking alcohol
becomes a social symbol for being strong, brave and happy with they use for other
opporfunities. The peer group also has influence on gambling, consumption, drug using,
free sex within the group of teenagers by the process of imitation and admission.

In sum , the socialization found in family institution , education institution ,
peer group and mass media have a significant influence to devient behaviors of
the teenagers in higher education. The devient behaviors of the teenagers especially
on the extravagant consumption , such as drinking , alcohol , drug using , gambling
are caused by “direct socialization® which are the face to face cornmunication
provided a large impact over such behaviors then , “indirect socialization” such as
these of behaviors in daily life and non - verbal social interaction and symbols

are involved.
