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The purpose of the research was to study the relationships between the
personal characteristics and teaching behaviors of teachers in Bang Kapi
district under the jurisdiction of the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration, and
to determine the predictors in forecasting such personal characteristics and
teaching behaviors in the academic year 2005. The sample group consisted of
240 teachers in Bang Kapi district under the jurisdiction of the Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration.

Specially-developed questionnaires, with a level of reliability of up to
0.96, were utilized as the main tool for studying the personal characteristics and

teaching behaviors of teachers, the teachers’ personality, their attitude toward
their occupation, the relationship between teachers and students, the

relationship between teachers and the administration and their motivation
regarding their work.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The characteristics of the teachers; the teachers’ personality, the
relationship between teachers and students, the relationship between teachers
and the administration and their level of motivation regarding their work were
at a high level, with their attitude toward the occupation being at the highest
level.

2. The characteristics of the teachers; the teachers’ personality, their
attitude toward their occupation, the relationship between teachers and
students, the relationship between teachers and the administration and their
level of motivation regarding their work, had a positive correlation with their
instructional behavior with a level of statistical significance of .05.

3. Given the characteristics of the teachers, it was possible to predict
their instructional behaviors, when such behaviors were taken as the dependent
variables, with a statistically significant level of difference of .05. Their
behaviors were influenced, in descending order, by their motivation regarding
work (X,), the relationship between teachers and students(X,) their attitude
towards the teaching profession (X,), the relationship between teachers and

colleagues and administrators(X,) and the teachers’ characteristics (X))
