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Abstract 178920

The purpose of this study were (i) to study learning opinions problems of
graduate students in educational administration program; and (ii) to compare the
opinions of the students who are from various background such as positions or
provinces where they came from. The samples were randomly selected from graduates
from educational administration program of Ramkhamhaeng University. The
research’s tools were 24 item questionnaire on five areas of management. The areas
include (i) curriculum’s objectives, (ii) instructor’s behaviors, (iti) curricular activities,
(iv) technology and medias and (v) assessment and evaluation. Content validity was
between 0.80-1.00 by I0C technique. The reliability, derived form Ol- coefficient,
was. 9521. The open—ended questions was also used in search for suggestions.
On the day sample’s last guidance, the questionnaires were distributed and
collected. Total questionnaire received were 893, out of the entire population of
1560

The results can be concluded as follows:

1. The sample graded the curriculum’s objectives as very good, as it gives
people from rural areas more opportunities to regions access to education. Also they
believed that instructors behaviors were excellent in terms of content, personality
value and aesthetic. The most satisfaction were the teaching system that enhanced
their opportunity to study near their homes. Other aspects were graded good.

2. The sample form Surin campus have higher opinions about instructions
of the problems than their counterparts from Prajinburi, Chiengmai and Bangkok
campuses.

3. Different campuses had different problem. The differences stemmed
different from data management study resources, number of instructors and methods
of comprehensive examination. Some campuses did not allow to take notes in the

exam, while other campuses did so. Another problems were student’s attention and

punctuation, which resulted in the instruction’s motivation. In addition, a student’s
lack of understanding and skill to initiate research by themselves were also regarded on |
a problem as it may affect grading fairness. This unskilled might have come from
instructional management, research methodology and lack of practice. Technological
medias problems were unclear sight and sound of TV, out of date or typing errors or

unclear print of textbooks
