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The objectives of this study are twofold: (1) to evaluate the financial
system of Police General Hospital, as a result of a change in budget allocation
of the Universal Coverage Program; (2) to evaluate the expenses of the National
Health Insurance Fund, as a result of a change in budget allocation of the
Universal Coverage Program.

The research is done on the basis of qualitative method by using
documents and in-depth interviews.

It is found, as a result, that:

1. The change in budget allocation system of the Universal Coverage

Program results in the reduction of money allocated to Police General Hospital.

2. The change in budget allocation system of the Universal Coverage
Program results in the reduction of the expense of the National Health

Insurance Fund.
