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The purpose of this research was to study the effect of group work online on
teamwork behavior of levei-four students. Data were collected from the purposive sample
of 80 Matayom Suksa 6 of Phitsanulok Buddha Shinnarach Pithayakom School in
semester 2 of the academic year of 2003. They were divided into two groups : the
experimental group of 40 and the controlled group of 40. The experimental group was
treated with the group work online for six weeks , each of which took 2 times ; each time
took appnroximately one hour. The controlled group did not participate in the group work
online. The instruments used for collecting data were the teamwork behavior
questionnaire and the 12 programs of group work enline. Means , standard deviation
and t-test were used for data analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The students who attended group work online expressed higher teamwork
behavior than the students who did not at the .05 level of significance.

2. After the experiment, the students attending group work online expressed

teamwork behavior significantly higher than before attending at the level of .05 .
