This research emphasizes on the participation of teachers under the
jurisdiction of the office of the basic education commission in the curriculum
development. It aims to develop classroom action research (CAR) curriculum by using
participatory action research (PAR). The research is divided into four steps.

The first step deals with the survey of the basic information needed for the
research, such as the survey of the community and school including. The second step
focuses on the curriculum design needed for the analysis of the materials, focused
groups , observations and informal interviews. This information together with the
information from the first step is used as a basis of the construction of the curriculum's
first draft. The draft is then evaluated and corrected by the curriculum developers, and
curriculum and research experts. The third step is concerned with the trial of the
curriculum by the teachers who participate in the research. The fourth step shows the
evaluation output of the curriculum. The product from curriculum is the report of CAR
of the participating teachers.

The research finds that 1) the researches that the participating teachers are
working on are related to the problem solving in classroom, and the solving is not
systematic. Some of the teachers do researches only for higher academic promotion.
Some teachers do not make any research because they do not know how to do it. These
teachers do not analyze any classroom problem and do not have any research expert to
give advice. 2) All parts of the curriculum evaluated by the participating teachers and
experts are suitable and compatible with each other. 3) The teachers understand more
about the research contents and research methodology. They gain more research skills
since the beginning until ihe end of the research. They have positive attitude toward CAR
and see the value and advantage of research for the development of curriculum and
quality of the learners. 4) The results of the evaluation of each CAR report are accurate
and suitable as it is graded as good.

Moreover, the participating teachers are confident that they can use CAR and

are able to create the research network in their school.
