The purposes of this research were: 1) to study about perceived roles
of school principals in the administration of academic affairs in early childhood
leve! in government primary schools in the lower —northern region of Thailand as
perceived by administrators, 2) to study about expected roles of school principals
in the administration of academic affairs in early childhood level in government
primary schools in the lower — northern region of Thailand as perceived by
ieachers, 3) to compare perceived roles of school principals in the administration
of academic affairs in early childhood level in government primary schools in the
iower — northern region of Thailand as perceivéd by administrators classified by
administrative experiences and schooi sizes, and 4) to compare expected roles of
school principals in the administration of academic affairs in early childhood level
in government primary schools in the lower —northern region of Thailand as
perceived by teachers, classified by teaching experiences and school sizes.

The sample of this research consisted of 370 administrators and teachers
in government primary schools in the lower - northern region of Thailand, in the
year 2002, classified by 185 administrators and 185 teachers, by stratified random

sampling by size of school.
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The instruments used for research were five —level rating scale
guestionnaires, developed by researcher consisted of 7 aspects: curriculum
administration, curriculum implementation, procurement of teaching materials,
school environment management, daily routine management, supervision and

evaluation.

Statistical analysis data from questionnaires were mean, standard
deviation, t—test and F —test.

The results were as follows:

1. administrators perceived the roles of school principals in the
administration of academic affairs in early childhood level at high level in each
aspects and in all

2. teachers have expected that roles of school principals in the
administration of academic affairs in early childhood level should be at high level
in each aspects and in all

3. comparison of the perceived roles of school principals in the
administration of academic affairs in early childhood level:

3.1 administrators with administrative experiences of 4 years or more
perceived the roles of school principals in administration of academic affairs in
early childhood level, as a whole and in curriculum administration, school
environment management and supervision better than those who had
administrative experiences less than 4 years

3.2 administrators in different school sizes perceived the roles of
school principals in administration of academic affairs in early childhood level not
significantly different as a whole, but significantly different in curriculum
implementation, procurement of teaching materials, school environment

management and daily routine management

4. comparison of the expected roles of school principals in the

administration of academic affairs in early childhood level:

4.1 teachers whose teaching experiences were less than 4 years and
4 years or upper expected the roles of school principals in the administration of
academic affairs in early childhood level at high level in each aspects and as a

whole and were not significantly different

4.2 teachers in different school sizes expected the roles of school
principals in the administration of academic affairs in early childhood level at high
level not significantly different as a whole, but significantiy differént in school

environment management and daily routine management.
