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The aim of this research is to study and compare the basic values of
Matthayom Suksa 3 students in catholic schools under the Bangkok
archdiocese in educational region 3 as classified by gender, parents’ level of
education, father’s occupation, mother’s occupation. Parents’ average
monthly income, and the parents’ methods of childrearing. The sample group
of 300 students was selected through stratified random sampling.

The research tools were designed in the form of two questionnaires,
one to measure the methods of childrearing (with a reliability level of 0.76)
and the other to measure the basic values of the students (with a reliability

level of 0.85).

The findings were as follows.

1. Students’ basic values regarding their love of the nation, religion,
and the king were at a high level. The basic values regarding self-dependency,
diligence, responsibility, thrift, discipline, obedience to the law and behavior
in accordance with religious morality were at a moderate level.

2. Students whose mothers had different levels of education had
different basic values at a statistically significant level of .05. Students with
differences in gender, father’s level of education, father’s occupation,
mother’s occupation, parental income, and methods of childrearing exhibited
significant differences in basic values, but without any statistical difference,

the actual level of significance being .05.
