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Nowadays, traveling by motor vehicle has become increasingly
necessary in daily life and there have always been risks of negligent driving.
This thesis deals with the impact of the crime of negligent driving on the
society and the problems of how to compensate injured persons. People who
commit the crime of negligent driving are subject to punishment under the
Criminal Code and the Land Traffic Act B.E 2522, and at the same time they
are liable to pay damages according to tort law. It is, therefore, deemed
necessary to study whether criminal sanctions are suitable and whether
sanctions should be requifed. If criminal sanctions and liability insurance are
appropriate, questions arise about how to compensate the injured party and the
society in accordance with the principle of restorative justice. This principle
gives consideration to the victim of the accident, the community and the

society as a whole.
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The result of the study reveals that criminal sanctions are not an
appropriate measure to be applied when people are charged with negligent
driving. Imprisonment and suspension or cancellation of a driver’s license
produce undesirable rather than desirable effects. These measures should only
be utilized as the last resort. If probation is imposed, there are not any
measures or conditions that can give protection and/or remedies to the injured
person and the society in the event that the offender commits the same offense
again during his probation. If purchasing a voluntary third party liability car
insurance policy is imposed as a condition of probation, it would give more
protection to the injured party, who suffers as a result of the offense of
negligent driving. Such a measure is considered a positive solution to protect
the society and is better than trying to solve the problem at a later date.
Besides, a voluntary insurance policy is an additional probationary condition
available to the courts to impose in appropriate cases. It can also be
considered as carrying weight in considering the suspension of a jail sentence.
The judge can release the offender on probation by requiring the offender to
abide by certain probationary conditions instead of imposing a jail sentence.
Such measures are an alternative to the regular criminal justice process. These
measures also solve the problems for the society as a whole.

Therefore, it is fecommended that voluntary third party liability
insurance should be used as a condition of probation imposed on negligent
drivers, according to Article 56 of the Criminal Code. Also, third party
liability insurance should be used as a supplementary measure in conjunction

with other conditions of probation.
