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The purposes of this study are twofold: (1) to investigate the

performance of the Free Siamese Movement (FSM) during the Second World
War, (2) to examine the roles of Mr. Pridi Bhanomyong in the FSM. This
research is based on the qualitative method using documents and in-depth
interview with Lady Poonsuk Bhanomyong.

It is found, as the results, that

The FSM collaborated with the Alliances (the U.S.A., Great Britain
and France) in fighting with the Japanese Army by launching many strategic
activities: training members of the FSM, building secret airport, transporting
weapons and personnel, coordinating with Mr. Pridi Bhanomyong for strategic
planning with the Alliance, and establishing radio station to report movements

of the Japanese Army.

Mr. Pridi Bhanomyong allied with the Alliance in fighting with the
Japanese Army whilst explaining the Alliance that all deeds done under
Marshall P. Pibulsongkram’s government were against wills of the majority of
Thais. He also helped prisoners of war from detention by the Japanese Army.
Finally, he took over Marshall P. Pibulsongkram’s government after the war
and negotiated with Great Britain to abolish war declaration done by the

previous government.
