The objective of this thesis is to study the procedure for becoming an
Administrative Court judge in foreign nations and in the Thai Administrative
Court System. The study includes the process of selecting attorneys to fill the
Administrative Court judge vacancies which are available in the
Administrative Court of First Instance. The object is to propose appropriate
guidelines and qualifications for attorneys who wish to become judges in the
Administrative Court of the First Instance in Thailand.

After having reviewed the Announcement of the Administrative Court
Committee on the Qualifications of Attorneys wishing to become Judges of
the Administrative Court of the First Instance, the attorneys must have
handled at least 25-30 administrative law cases. Such a requirgment is unfair

since there are only a very few attorneys who have represented their clients in
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at least 25-30 administrative law cases. Such a requirement is unnecessary
and too much of a burden to practicing attorneys in general. It is also as an
unnecessary obstacle for practicing attorneys. It is recommended that the
three Announcements of the Administrative Court Committee be revised to
eliminate these problems.

The requirement that practicing attorneys must have had experience in
at least 25-30 Administrative Court cases is a difficult requirement to fulfill.
Under the present Administrative Court System the judges perform different
functions. Some of the judges are responsible for handling briefs. Some
judges are responsible for making announcements of the Court’s decisions.
The Administrative Court may or may not conduct a trial. Case handled by
the Administrative Court are mainly based on written arguments. The
substance of the work of the Administrative Court is not tied to the trial
proceedings of the Court. The judges may not conduct a formal trial if they
have enough evidence to decide the case. Judges have the help of the
Administrative Court Assistants. The judges themselves are also empowered
to summon witnesses in a case. The last stage of the procedure is to write the
Court decisions.

If we examine the substance of the work of the Administrative Court
judges, it is possible for practicing lawyers to become qualified
Administrative Court judges. Practicing lawyers may have sufficient
experience to meet the standards of the Administrative Court Committee.

However, the chances of practicing lawyers becoming Administrative Court
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judges are very limited, since current qualifications for the candidates for an
Administrative Court judgeship can only be fulfilled by a small group of
people who were in government service. The current qualifications for the
candidates for the administrative judgeship are an obstacle to the recruitment
of Administrative Court judges. It is therefore proposed that the qualifications
for the candidates for Administrative Court judgeships should be modified.

As for the general qualifications, they should be the same as those stipulated
by the law. The period of past service and experience should be shortened;
for example, the period of experience for attorneys should be reduced to 5 or 8
years depending on their educational qualifications. If the Administrative
Court modifies the qualification requirements for the candidates for
Administrative Court judgeships, the Court would be able to reéruit more
qualified judges into its system pursuant to the intent of the of the

establishment of the Administrative Court.
