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The aims of this research were to (1) study the opinion and needs of
faculty members, staff and students of Shinawatra University Regarding the
University’s Website design and to (2) analyze the results of the opinions and
needs of faculty members, staff and students of Shinawatra University
Regarding the University’s Website design as classified by gender and status.

The total population of 382 consisted of 3 categories: 35 faculty
members, 71 staff members and 276 students. These 279 people were chosen
by Multi-Stage Random Sampling. The instrument used in this research

consisted of a questionnaire with a five-point rating scale with an .85 level of
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reliability regarding needs and an .78 level of reliability regarding opinions.
An SPSS program was used to analyze the results in terms of means, standard
deviation (SD), percentages, and categories. A t-test was used to analyze the
results by gender and a one-way analysis of variance was used to classify by
status and then they were tested by Scheffe’s method.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The opinions of faculty members, staff and students of Shinawatra
Universify Regarding the University’s Website design were generally
medium.

2. Interms of their opinions, there was no statistically significant
difference, at the level of 0.05, between genders and individuals of different
status.

3. The needs of faculty members, staff and students of Shinawatra
University with regard to the university’s website design were found to be
generally medium.

4. In terms of needs, there was no statistically significant difference, at

the level of 0.05, between genders and individuals of different status.
