This research study From Ideology of Sattapan to Lanna Performing Arts focused on finding
the source of inspiration which stems from Buddhist belief which influences the crafts of
Sattapan (Lanna style candle holders). Under the same inspiration, we also choreographed

some dance movements.

We found that the craft of Saitapan reflects the vision of belief in Buddhism in Lanna culture
which was harmoniously related to that of Hinduism. Some examples were the similarities which
presented themselves prominently in the belief of Mount Meru and also the Existence in
various celestial realms. These beliefs encouraged Buddhists to follow the principles of the
teaching of the Buddha. The fact that they were filtered and interpreted by the Lanna craftsmen
meant that they influenced the Lanna Handiwork. As a result, Sattapan was a consequence of
accumulated wisdom that had been passed on from generations to generations over a long

period of time.

The philosophical and aesthetical message behind the making of Sattapan that were obtained
through the research also inspired us to create dance movements. The final outcome was a
dance piece called Fon- Sattapan(or Sattapan Dance), which we which we wish to express as

an alternative medium for the younger generation to know about Sattapan.

As the world change, the duty, the role and the meaning of Sattapan may also change but we

hope that, as an academic reference, this research would continue to be woeful.
