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The study of Phetchabun People’s belief towards historical sites and
historical objects in Phetchabun Province is a study of idealistical people, and presents
the information into elaborative analyze style. The purpose of this study is to classify
Phetchabun People’s belief towards historical sites and historical objects in
Phetchabur Province. The historical sites and historical objects spread around 11
districts, 16 villages. There could be divided into 24 historical sites and 7 historical
objects. And there are 3 regulations that were used to cousider quality of historical site
and historical cbject;

1. Having importance on history of Phetchabun Province
2. Having sacrosanctness and sacredness of Phetchabun People
3. Having speakers tell information

The speakers or tellers, who tell information, are villagers whom have
domicile, occupation, and residence in Phetchabun Province. Their ages are not less
than 30 years old and there have no limit on sex, education, and occupation.

The belief occurred in this study could use to anaiyze and classify into 2 kinds foilow
the characteristic of first origin and after origin;
I. An original belief is a belief that passes on by word of mouth since
ancestors

who are grandparents, or people who are oldcr than grandparents.
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2. A present belief is a belief that began after the original belief. Itisa
modemrn
belief that still has practice following that belief.

The study of Phetchabun People’s belief found that there had an effect to
life style of viliagers in each villages especially in occupation, family, and healthy. The
villagers who respect the historical site and historical object will do ritual to make a
votive prayer to that site and object to ask for blessing. If they have successfui
experience after their prayer, they will make a votive offering, and they will make
propitiatory offerings to spirits until! it became a tradition from ancient times.

The benefits from this study; a direct benefit is could be classify belief into 2
kinds as above. Another important benefit is an origin of new knowledge on
background of history of each districts and historical sites and historical objects from
different idealistical people belief of each localities, for examples; history of Pha
Muang King, history of Rad, that author have presented to be a guide for continuing

study.
