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The objective of this research was to study the factors determining the
number of loans for agriculture by the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural
Cooperatives. The factors studied were the amount of deposits, the amount of
domestic loans, the amount of international loans, the amount of funds, and
the loan rate of the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives. The
data was taken from annual secondary data from the fiscal years 1977-2004 in
the form of a multiple-regression analysis and analyzed using the Ordinary
Least Squares (OLS) method.

The findings indicated that the amount of deposits, the amount of
domestic loans, the amount of international loans, and the amount of funds of
the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives had the relationship in

the same direction with the number of loans of the Bank for Agriculture and

Agricultural Cooperatives at a significant level of reliability of 99 percent.
The loan rate did not have any relationship with the amount of agricultural
loans of the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives at a

significant level.
