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There are two main objectives in this thesis, to compare the present Thai
and the other countries’ laws concerning the disposal of solid waste performed
by local authorities and to suggest the revisions of such the laws for proper
operation. Initially, the comparison study of the laws includes the laws established
on procedures of solid waste generation, that is, the production of goods and
products. Additionally, the laws regarding separating, collecting, transporting,
disposing of solid waste are also examined. Apart from that, the laws on controlling
methods for disposing or reducing solid waste generation which lead to the
process of disposal are studied. Furthermore, the laws on solid waste management,
excluding solid waste generated from factories as mentioned in the Factory Act
of 2535 B. E. are explored. Finally, the laws on involving citizens in public
relation of solid waste management, the laws regarding “Sahakarn” or other

forms of legal contracts and agreements which make possible for local authorities
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to jointly perform the disposals of solid waste and the laws concerned fees of
solid waste management are reviewed.

The study finds that the problem of increasing volume of solid waste
can be solved by revising the laws concerning separating of solid waste and
by involving public sectors and citizens in controlling the generating of solid
waste, in categorizing sources of solid waste for separation, in separating, as
well as in reusing. Plus, local authorities should jointly work in management
of solid waste. Last but not least, the involved public sectors should perform in
the same direction. The details of suggestions for revising all the laws concerned

are shown in this thesis.
