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The objectives of this research are twofold: (1) to study the effectiveness in
operating the Urban and Village Fund of Phu Luang subdistrict, Pak Thong Chai
district in Nakhon Ratchasima province, and (2) to study factors assumed to
affect the effectiveness of such Fund.

This research is done on the basis of quantitative method using
questionnaires with a sampling group of 245 people from the Fund’s committee
members and the Fund’s members who borrow money during the years

2544-2547 B.E. in 9 villages. The statistics used to describe and analyze data

are frequency distribution, percentages, mean, standard deviation and Multivariate
Analysis of Variance (MANOVA).

It is found, as the results, that:

(1) The effectiveness in operating the Fund of Ban Nong Kok, Ban Po Daeng,
and Ban Nong Nok Khian is high in all dimensions: job creation and career
development, the establishment of welfares in the villages, the ability to
manage the Fund, the ability to run public relations programs about the Fund,
criteria for lending money to members, and the quality of members’ lives;

* (2) Factors found to affect such effectiveness are: (1) the people’s participation
in various activities in the villages, (2) the government officials’ roles in
advising village members about the Fund, (3) the understanding about the
Fund among village members.

It is suggested, according to the study, that (1) the government should
allocate money according to the size of the village using the number of
population as a main criterion; (2) the lending of money should be based on
the Fund’s objectives; (3) job creation and career development should be
promoted; (4) financial discipline should be established among the village

members to enhance better quality of life.
