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The purpose of this research was to study the love style and satisfaction
of lovers via the Internet with their relationship. The sample consisted of 220
members on http://www.thaimate.com. Questionnaires containing a Love
Attitudes Scale and a Relationship Assessment Scale were sent by e-mail. A
Pearson correlation, a t-test and a One-Way ANOV A were used to analyze the
data.

The results showed the following:

1. The Eros, Storge, Pragma, and Agape styles correlated posit_ively
with relationship satisfaction (p < .05). No relationship was found between

Mania and satisfaction with the relationship.
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2. The Ludus and Agape style were favored more by males than
females (p <.05).

3. Older lovers got more relationship satisfaction than their younger
counterparts (p <.01).

4. Lovers with at least a college degree got more satisfaction from the
relationship than the group with a lower level of education (p < .01).

5. There were no significant differences in love style and satisfaction
with the relationship among lovers with parents of different marital statuses
(p <.01).

6. People who fell in love via the Internet more than 5 times tended to
belong to the Ludus type rather than to any other type of love style (p <.01).

7. There were no significant differences in love style and satisfaction
with the relationship among lovers who had spent different durations of time
in communicating via the Internet (p <.01).

8. Lovers who communicate with one another every day got more
satisfaction from their relationship than those who communicated only once a
week (p <.01).

9. There were no significant differences in love style and satisfaction
with the relationship among lovers who had spent different durations of time

contacting each other (p < .01).
