This study was in the form of a survey research with a cross-sectional
design. The purpose of this research was to determine the factors correlated
with health process standards of the health education practice of nurses at
Siriraj Hospital. Stratified random sampling was employed to obtain the
sample used in this study. The sample group included 180 nurses working in
the in-patient department of pediatrics at Siriraj Hospital. Questionnaires
developed by the researcher were the instruments used to collect the raw data.
The instrument consisted of a questionnaire the researcher created in
accordance with the concept in health process standards of health education
practice of nurses at Siriraj Hospital. This consisted of five parts: personal

factors, a knowledge of health education, attitude toward health education, the
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level of motivation regarding health education, and the teaching of health
education in accordance with health process standards of health education
practice of nurses in Siriraj Hospital. The data was analyzed using the
following statistics: frequencies, percentages, means, standard deviation, a
chi-square and Pearson’s product-moment correlation co-efficient.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The level of knowledge of health education, their attitude toward of
health education, their level of motivation regarding health education and
health process standards of health education practice of the nurses were at a
medium level.

2. Personal factors: age, education, work status, work experience, the
number of patients for which they were responsible, the training they
received, and the supervision they received, bore no correlation with the
health process standards of health education practice of the nurses.

3. A knowledge of health education bore a significantly negative
correlation with health process standards of health education practice of the
nurses. (p <.05)

4. Their attitude toward health education bore a significantly positive
correlation with health process standards of health education practice of the
nurses. (p <.05)

5. Their level of motivation regarding health education bore a
significantly positive correlation with health process standards of health

education practice of the nurses. (p <.05)
