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The aim of this research is to study the impacts on industrial factories
arising from the duplication of administrative orders to take corrective
actions, to suspend or to close down their operations. The Factory Act of A.D.
1992, the City Planning Act of A.D. 1975, the Building Supervision Act of
A.D. 1979 and the Public Health Act of A.D.1992 are used as references for
this study. The study of the operation of small- and medium-scale industrial
factories in different locations showed that many laws are in place and many
government agencies are managing and monitoring the same issue.

The study revealed that the duplication of the issuance of

administrative orders caused a number of problems resulting in negative
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impacts on the industrial factories concerned. Consequently, such duplications
of orders from different organizations caused additional problems in terms of
standard legal practices, judicial procedures, and penalties.

The problems arising from duplication can be solved by two methods.
The first method is to revise the relevant laws so that their principles or
standards are clear in order to ensure that factories will perform the same
activities in line with the same standards. It is advisable to specify the
authority of each organization so that authority is clearly demarcated. Instead
of closing down the factory or suspending its operations, administrative
penalty fees should be specified for certain cases. The definition of the word
“factory” should be redefined, and an Industrial Code of Conduct should be
created. The second method is to improve organizational efficiency through
the concrete decentralization of authority to local government bodies. A
standards committee should be established to specify criteria and clear-cut
standards. One main agency should be assigned to control, regulate and
closely monitor the operations of industrial factories.

Such methods of solving the problems arising from duplication can
benefit business operators of industrial factories by way of providing
confidence in their operations, investments, and reducing the cost of
compliance with administrative orders. Additionally, these methods can

benefit the Government in reducing the cost of enforcement in terms of the
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liberties of the people can be protected. As a result, the people can lead their
lives in a reasonably good environment without any adverse effects as

stipulated in the Constitution.
