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This thesis is aimed to study roles of the Election Commission on the
election of Members of Parliament in Kannayoa District, Bangkok. It is a
survey research by which questionnaires are distributed to a sampling group of
200 constituents in the District. Factors assumed to be related to the roles of
the Election Commission are: socio-economic status, including gender, age,
place of birth, marital status, educational level, occupation, religion, and place
of inhibition; the sampling group’s attitudes towards the Election Commission;
knowledge and understanding of the sampling group on new election system;
the sampling group’s attitudes towards the political reform; and the sampling

group’s perception about the cheating election.



It is found, as the results, that: ' 17 4790
1. Knowledge and understanding of the sampling group on new election

system is the only factor that is ranked in the high level. Other thrce independent
variables are ranked in the medium level.

2. Roles of the Election Commission are ranked in the medium level.

3. Three factors are found related to the roles of the Election Commission:
the sampling group’s attitudes towards the Election Commission, knowledge
and understanding of the sampling group on new election system, and the
sampling group’s perception about the cheating election. Two other factors
found unrelated are: socio-economic factors and the sampling group’s attitudes

towards the political reform.
