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The purposes of this research are to (1) study the roles, powers and duties of
the Election Commission, which is responsible for the electoral management provided
by the Constitution B.E. 2540, (2) study the effectiveness or the result of the
Election Commission’s performance in order to evaluate its achievement of the
spirit of the Constitution, and (3) study the legal problems and other problems
affecting the enforcement of the Election Law, all of which for use as guidelines for
improving the Constitutional provisions and the organic laws on the Election of the
Members of the House of Representatives and Senators particularly in the aspect of

the powers and duties of the Election Commission.
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In this research, the quantitative research is used as the research methodology,
consisting of document research, in-depth interview, and a brainstorming
conference.

For the evaluation of the efficiency of the organization, the research aims at
studying not only the efficiency of the Election Commission’s performance at the
policy level but also the efficiency of the performance of the Office of the Election
Commission at the operational level.

Although the management process of the Election Commission complies
with the spirit of the Constitution and with the public acceptance in some degrees,
the establishment of the electoral management organ and the Election Commission’s
performance in accordance with its powers and roles do not fulfill the spirit of the
Constitution.

The research finds that the existing problems can be due to the following
strategic and practical solutions:

1. the strategic recommendation: modify the roles, powers and duties as
well as the legal measure of the Election Commission in order to limit its role to
only run the election, not to analyse the wrongdoing behaviors of the candidates by
transferring such power to other organ. This will build the check and balance
system between the organs and will prevent intervention of polifical factions and
other interest groups.

2. the practical recommendation: to establish the legal measures for the
Election Commission in order to manage and control the election. There should be
a list of illegal manners and a clear, transparent and accountable sandard for
the electoral procedure and analysis of the wrongdoing in conducts which are

inconsistent with the Election Law.
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
