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The purpose of this research was to study the effects of consultation

aimed at improving the capability of inclusive classroom teachers, including

self-efficacy, self-esteem, knowledge of inclusive education, and the improvement

of students with special needs. The sample consisted of 90 volunteer teachers

in public primary schools who were involved in inclusive education. All the

participants in the sample were divided into three groups. Each group consisted

of 30 teachers: The first group participated in the consultation program, the

second group received a handbook concerning inclusive education, and the

third group was of a control group. In the study, there were 209 students with
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special needs. 174490

The research instruments used for the study consisted of a consultation
model, an inclusive education handbook, a self-efficacy scale, a self-esteem
scale, an inclusive education test and an academic and social test of students
with special needs. The statistical analyses employed were a t-test, ANOVA,
and Scheffé test.

The results revealed that, compared with the other groups, the teachers
in the experimental group who participated in the consultation program achieved
a higher level of self-efficacy and self-esteem at the level of significance
of .01. The teachers in the experimental group who participated in the consultation
program and the control group achieved a higher level of knowledge regarding
inclusive education, at the level of significance of .01 and .05, respectively,
compared with the self-study group.

A comparison of the improvement of the three groups among the students
with special needs revealed that the students in the experimental group who
participated in the consultation program and the self-study group achieved a
higher level of academic achievement in terms of language communication at
the level of significance of .05. However, there was no significant improvement in

terms of mathematics and social outcomes.
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
