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The purposes of this research were to analyze the contents of plant science

journals from 2000-2004 in terms of types, contents, languages, publishers, authors,

writing styles, reference sources, illustrations, format, objectives of the journals

and articles, and to consider whether the contents corresponded to the objectives,

and lastly to investigate the trends in the contents of the journals.

The results were as follows:

1. Most of the journals were academic journals.

2. Most of the contents were about plant science.

3. Most of the articles were in the Thai language.

4. Most of the journals were published by private agencies.
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5. Most of the writers were government officials.

6. The writing style was primarily academic.

7. Most reference sources were other sources.

8. Most of the illustrations were in black and white.

9. All of the journals were paperback, printed on pound paper, format
size 21 X 28.7 centimeters and printed by offset process.

10. The objectives of articles were consistent with the objectives of the
journals.

11. There was a decreasing trend in the number of articles on plant science,
soil science, structure of plants, and physiology and biochemistry of plants, while
articles on meteorology, agriculture and aerology, genetics, ecology of plants,

botanical taxonology, and botanical geography were increasing in number.
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
