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The purposes of the research were to: (1) study the relationship between
the socioe-conomic status of Thai university students in Bangkok and the
value they place on foreign products; (2) study the relationship between the
socio-economic status of the students’ parents and the value Thai university
students in Bangkok place on foreign products; (3) study the relationship
between the influence of friends and the value Thai university students in
Bangkok place on foreign products; (4) study the effect of the media on the
value Thai university students in Bangkok place on foreign products; (5) study
the relationship between the students’ faculty and the value Thai university

students in Bangkok place on foreign products; and (6) study and compare the
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relationship between students frdm government universities and students from
private universities in terms of the value that Thai university students in
Bangkok place on foreign products. The sample group selected for the
purposes of this research consisted of students in Bangkok who study either
in a government university or in a private university. The sample group
consisted of 400 persons.

The findings were as follows.

1. The hypothesis tested whether a difference in the socio-economic
status of students would result in a difference in the value Thai university
students in Bangkok place on foreign products. The results of the study
pointed to the following conclusion: differences in age and income are related
to the value that Thai university students in Bangkok place on foreign
products and yield different results, at a statistically significant level of .05.

2. The hypothesis tested whether differences in the socioeconomic
status of students’ parents have an effect on the value that Thai university
students in Bangkok place on foreign products. In this regard, the results
pointed to the following conclusion: differences in age, educational
background, occupation, and income of the students’ parents are related to the
'value that Thai university students place on foreign products, the difference
being at a statistically significant level of .05 .

3. The hypothesis tested whethef friends influence the value that Thai
university students in Bangkok place on foreign products. In this regard, it

could be concluded that friends are one of the main factors in determining the
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value that Thai university students in Bangkok place on foreign products, the
difference being at a statistically significant level of .05.

4. The hypothesis also tested whether media has an effect on the value
that Thai university student in Bangkok place on foreign products. In this
regard, it may be concluded that media is one of the main factors in
determining the value that Thai university students in Bangkok place on
foreign products, the difference being at a statistically significant level of .05.

5. The hypothesis tested whether differences in faculty affect the value
that Thai university students in Bangkok place on foreign products. In this
regard, it could be concluded that students who study in different faculties
place different values on the consumption of foreign products, there being no
statistically significant difference at a level of .05. Therefore, this part of the
hypothesis is refuted.

6. The hypothesis tested whether differences in the type of university
affect the value that Thai university students in Bangkok place on foreign
products. In this regard, it may be concluded that students who study in a
private university place the highest value on foreign products, there being a

statistically significant difference of .05.
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
