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Geographic location of Thailand is considered an important strategy
area for drugs trafficking both domestically and internationally. Although at
present, the concerted efforts from government and private agencies in
Thailand as well as those of international organizations are having cooperatéd
to eliminate drugs trafficking, another problem: the use of children in drugs
trafficking, has arisen as a result of the suppression activities.

This thesis is aimed at studying and analyzing the problems of child
abuse in drugs trafficking of Thailand in conjunction with the Convention on
the International Labour Organization No.182 Concerning the Prohibition and
Immediate Action for the Elimination of the Worst Forms of Child Labour
1999 A.D. Section 3 (c) and in accordance with the definition given in the
Convention of the United Nations Against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs
and Psychotropic Substances of 1988 A.D. as they are considered relevant
international treaties.
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Results of documentary and field works research reveal that the
procedures of the laws in Thailand are inefficient and inappropriate enough to
eliminate child abuse in drugs trafficking and to protect those children abused.
That is, the laws on child abuse in drugs trafficking of Thailand, on the one
hand, are aimed at protections of children’s rights under specific purposes of
each law, on the other hand, they deal specifically with drugs only. Although
some of the provisions of the Narcotics Drug Act stipulate a punitive clause
for those who make use of other people in drugs trafficking, but there is no
provision that deals specifically with the use of children in drugs trafficking.

The author, therefore, suggests guidelines to amend the Thai laws by
adding provisioﬁs that deal specifically with child abuse in drugs trafficking
and should have punitive clauses for those who make use of children in drugs
trafficking specified in other relate laws dealing with drugs. Otherwise, there
should be provisions stipulate about the protections of children who are used
in drugs trafficking in child protection laws.

In conclusion, the proposed guidelines for prevention and suppression
of child abuse in drugs trafficking as well as protections of children used in
such illegal activities as suggested in this thesis are in accordance with the
obligations that Thailand has with international communities especially under
the Convention on the International Labour Organization No.182 Concerning
the Prohibition and Immediate Action for the Elimination of the Worst Forms
of Child Labour 1999 A.D. Article 3 (c). It is also believed that such
amendments of the law would greatly facilitate the elimination of the
problems of child abuse in drugs trafficking of Thailand at present as well as

in the future.
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
