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The purposes of this study are threefold: (1) to explore opinions of a
sampling group on the achievement of the policy and factors assumed to be
affecting such achievement; (2) to compare opinions of a sampling group
working in the area where land reform is accomplished and the area where
land reform is not accomplished; (3) to examine relationships between the
socio-economic factors and the opinions of a sampling group on the achievement
of the policy and factors affecting such achievement.

The study is done on the basis of survey research by distributing
questionnaires to a sampling group of 112 government officials working in
the Office of Provincial Land Reform in 10 provinces in the North namely:

Chiangrai, Chiangmai, Lamphun, Lampang, Phrae, Nan, Phayao, Tak,

Kamphaengpet, and Phitsanulok.

It is found, as the results, that

1. The majority of the sampling group understands land reform policy
including its objectives, processes and procedures quite well and has positive
attitudes towards the policy. Organizational capability is rated quite high
especially the capability in monitoring, evaluating, directing, and delegating
authority. Cooperation from community leaders and support from the government
are overwhelmed in implementing the policy. The majority of the sampling .
group agrees that the only objective being achieved is land redistribution,
other objectives are not achieved at a satisfactory level.

2. The government officials who work in the area where land reform
policy is accomplished have more positive attitudes towards factors affecting
the achievement of the policy than the ones who work in the area where land
reform policy is not accomplished.

3. Differences in socio-economic factors of a sampling group except
factors about gender and income are found not affecting the opinions of a
sampling gff)up towards factors influencing the achievement of the policy.

4. Differences in socio-economic factors such as age, income, tenure
and salary level of the sampling group are found affecting opinions of a the

sampling group towards the achievement of the policy.
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
