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This research aimed to study the factors affecting to the acknowlegement of IT system
establishment for the narcotic suppression policy of police officers, Provincial Police Region 7. The
sampling group which were conducted by stratified random sampling were 370 people. They were
divided in each level according to proportional to size method. Data were analyzed by calculating
frequehcy, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Kanonical correlation method. The research
showed that the police officers of Provincial Police Region 7 accepted the information technology
for narcotic suppression policy at a high level. The Kanonical correlation analysis showed that 5
independent factors that affected the acceptance of the information technology were acknowledging
level, persuasive level, decisive level, utilizing level and confirming level. The result found that the
independent factors that affected the acceptance of the information technology for the narcotic
suppression policy were 3 levels; acknowledging level, utilizing level, and confirming level, in total.
The factors which affected to the acceptance of information technology for the narcotic suppression
policy were age, education level, position level, field of work, working duration as a police officer,
working experience in information technology for the narcotic suppression policy, attitudes in

using information technology and acknowledging in information technology characteristics.
