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With regard to the Sugar Cane and Sugar Act B.E. 2527, there are at
least two major problems related to its enforcement of: the problem with the
provisions of the Act itself and the problem related to administrative juristic
act. The objective of this research is to study the problems related to its
enforcement, the structure of the authorities and duty of the officials,
including the control and enforcement of the Act and its administrative
juristic act. In addition, the study of the effects of international economic
agreements on the enforcement of the law has also been made in order to
formulate recommendations and resolution for the problems.

The Sugar Cane and Sugar Act is a legislation which defines the
relationship between the State and the private sector whereby the State is
above the private sector. It is the State which includes such officials: the
cabinet, minister, the Board of Sugar Cane and Sugar Act, who issue the
administrative orders which are expected to be complied with by the private
sector. Meanwhile, the private sector i.e. the sugar cane growers and the mills

are require to follow the law; otherwise, they are subject to criminal or
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administrative sanction. As such the Sugar Cane and Sugar Act can be
regarded as an economic public legislation with an aim to provide commercial
and industrial public service.

If one studies the various provisions of the Act, he will fine that there
are ambiguity in the definition of such terms as sugar cane growers, refined
sugar and mill. There are also problems related to the structure of the Boards
as it composes of too many members, the misinterpretation of the
qualifications of the member of the Board, the incorrectness of administrative
staff of the Boards according to the provisions of the law. In fact, the law is
ineffective when applied to the sugar cane growers as well as the mills. In
addition, there is a loophole in the law that it cannot be applied to the third
party. Moreover, the key point in the sugar cane and sugar industry is the
sharing of interest which the law is not clear and definite enough. It is the
opinion of the author that amendment on this part should be made to improve
its accuracy and certainty.

With regard to the problems of administrative juristic act, it was found
that there were problems related to the its legitimacy, the irregularity and lack
of uniformity in the issuance of the subordinate enactment, More importantly,
there are problems related to the regulations imposing fine on the mill as to
whether the court possesses the power to use its discretion to reduce the
amount of fine. Therefore, it is recommended that the legality of the
administrative juristic act as well as subordinate enactment should be
reviewed and amended for their uniformity and better comprehension.

Other than the two before-mentioned problems it was also found that
trading under the Asian Free Trade Agreement (AFTA), Asian Pacific
Economic Conference (APEC) and World Trade Organization (WTO)

regulations as well as other aspects of the problems of the sugar cane and
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sugar industry such as the shortage of irrigation for sugar cane plantation, the
production capacity of the mills and lack of knowledge About public

economic law, all produce certain effect on the law as well.
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
