The purposes of this research were: (1) to compare the problems of
Sunday school teachers regarding the production and use of instructional
media by educational level, church category, teacher status, and teaching
experience; (2) to compare the need regarding the production and use of
instructional media of Sunday school teachers by educational level, church
category, teacher status, and teaching experience; (3) to survey the need of
Sunday school teachers regarding instructional media centers . The sample
consisted of 250 Sunday-school teachers from churches in Bangkok. The data

was analyzed in the form of percentages, means, standard deviation,
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a t-test, and an F-test by means of a one-way analysis of variance, and LSD
method for evaluating the mean differentiation between the variables.

The results were as follows:

1. The problem conceming the production and use of instructional
media is at a medium level and there is no difference in the sample group in
this regard in terms of educational level, church category, teacher status, and
teaching experience.

2. The need regarding the production and use of media is at a high
level but there is no difference in the sample group in this regard in terms of
educational level, church category, teacher status, and teaching experience.

3. Most of the Sunday-school teachers expressed the need for
instructional media centers under the supervision of the Sunday school.

The location should be in the same building in which the school is housed."
The h_ighest service need involves training and production. The instructional
media deemed most necessary are instructional documents, pictures, and

computers.
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
