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The purposes of the research was to compare Self-Regulated Learning
on academically outstanding students with different Patterns of Parenting
Style. The samples consisted of 400 Mathayomsuksa 1 Students in academic
year 2003 in Bangkok. The research instruments that used for data collection
were 1) Self-Regulated Learning Questionnaire 2) The Parenting Style
Questionnaire included Authoritative parenting style, Authoritarian parenting
style, Indulgent parenting style, and Indifferent parenting style. The data were

analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, standard deviation, and one-way

ANOVA.
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The results of this research were as follows:

1. Self-Regulated Learning of academically outstanding students were
at an average level of 3.45. Findings suggest that they used Resource
management Strategies more than Cognitive and Metacognitive Strategies.

2. The Parenting Style of Academically outstanding Students was the
Authoritative Parenting Style.

3. Self-Regulated Learning of academically outstanding students with
different Patterns of Parenting Style were different with .05 level of varance.
Findings from this study suggest that there was a significant difference
between the Authoritative parenting style, Indifferent parenting style and

Indulgent parenting style, Indifferent parenting style.
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
