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This thesis studies if Thailand ratifies to be a member country of
International Criminal Court (ICC) which subsequently binds Thailand by the
Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court. The obligation of member
countries is the implementation of internal laws concerning the international
mutual assistance in all respects in order to comply with and support the
mutual assistance for which Thailand is requested by ICC.

Since Thailand has many internal laws pertaining to the international
mutual assistance, this thesis focuses merely on the Act on Mutual Assistance
in Criminal Matters 1992. The existing laws make Thailand not to enact the
new law. However, Thailand should study whether the said Act is in accordance

with the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court or not.
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The study showed that the Act on Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matter
1992 is applicable to the international mutual assistance between states. Therefore,
this law cannot be enforced in case the request for the intemationai mutual
assistance is made by ICC which is an international organization.

Furthermore, it was found that the reasons for denying the request for the
international mutual assistance prescribed in the Act on Mutual Assistance in
Criminal Matters 1992 which are double criminality, political offence and military
offence cannot be raised in order to reject the request for international mutual
assistance made by ICC.

Also, the procedure of implementation of the request in the Act on mutual
assistance in criminal matter 1992 needs much time. Hence, said Act is contrary to
the procedural policy of ICC which the request must be promptly responded.

Moreover, considering the types of the request listed in the Act on
Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matter 1992, some of the requests defined in
this act would not be considered as a request which qualified the Rome Statute
of the International Criminal Court’s requirements.

As a consequence, it can be seen that the Act on Mutual Assistance in
Criminal Matters 1992 is not in conformity with the Rome Statute of the
International Criminal Court in many respects. Thailand, which is becoming a
member countries of ICC, should amend said Act to be in conformity with the
Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court so that Thailand can fully
implement the request of ICC in any forms for the maximum efficiency of the

international crime suppression.
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
