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The aim of this thesis is to study the legal status of educational management
under section 43 of the Thai Constitution of 1997 A.D., that guarantees the right of
all Thai people to equal opportunity to a quality basic twelve-year education
provided by the government, free. However, some regulations issued by the
Ministry of Education have limited the equal rights of the individual with regard to
receiving a basic state education or limited the right of private school teachers
to receive state welfare.

The research results indicated that there were some problems and obstacles
that hindered the effectiveness of implementing the intent of the Thai Constitution
of A.D. 1997. Some regulations of the Ministry of Education, such as the one

issued in A.D. 2002 regarding the support for each student in private schools in
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terms of basic education expenses, contained criteria or conditions that were not in
line with the intent of the Thai Constitution. Limitations were placed on the type of
private schools providing basic education which were eligible for state financial
support. These regulations or conditions conflicted with the principle of equality,
whereby all individuals were entitled to a basic education provided by the state
for at least twelve years, a quality education that was also free. There were also
problems regarding inequality in terms of the safeguarding and provision of
welfare for private school teachers. The fact that the Ministry of Education has
categorized private school teachers into many types and chosen to provide state
welfare only to certain categories was also considered a limitation regarding
their right to state welfare. This has created conditions of unfairness and inequality
as well.

It would be appropriate, therefore, that the government improve and
amend the above-mentioned regulations issued by the Ministry of Education in
order to ensure that they are in accordance with the intent of the Constitution of

the Kingdom of Thailand of A.D. 1997.
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
