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This research aims at studying the level of expectation of the parents
towards the Day Care Center and comparing the expectation of the parents
towards the Day Care Center classified by the population status: gender, age,
occupation, level of education, and economic status. The sample group was
from stratified random sampling, the total of which was 370 out of the total
population of 685. The research tool was the 370 returned questionnaires
(100%). The data was analyzed using SPSS for Windows. The statistics used
were percentages, means, standard deviation, T-Test and the One-Way

Analysis of Variance.
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The research findings were as follows.

1. The expectation of the parents towards the Day Care Center five
aspects: the personnel, the teaching and learning activities, involving the
environment, the safety, and the service was at a high level.

2. The population status in regard differences in ages resulted in the

different expectation at a statistically significant level of .05.
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
